Step 1

A. Unpack all the components from the packaging. The feet are located in 
the drawer.
B. Using a Phillips screwdriver, remove the packing braces attached to the
back of the combo.
C. Flip the chest over onto its top and insert the threaded end of the foot 
into the angled bracket as shown. Add a metal washer (E), a lock washer 
(F), then the nut (G), and tighten securely with the wrench. Repeat for the  
other 3 feet.

Step 2
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A. Align the holes in the galley rail sides (B) with the holes in the galley rail back (A).
B. Place a nylon washer (J) onto a bolt (I), then thread it through the hole. Tighten securely 
using the allen wrench (K). Repeat for the other hole.
C. Repeat for the other galley rail side.
D. If you are using a changing pad, secure it to the combo using the straps as instructed by 
the pad manufacturer.
E. Center the galley rail on the top, then screw the wood screws (L) through the holes on the 
mounting plates and into the combo.
